Donated Equipment Minimum Requirements 

Monitors: 17” and larger flat panel only.  No scratches on the screen, working 
On/Off buttons and adjustment buttons 
 
PCs:  PC Pentium 4, 1 GHz, 1 GB RAM, CD/DVD Rom drive, 40 GB hard drive. 
2 USB ports. Windows XP Pro or newer. (Home versions are not supported) New 
license or CD with serial number, keyboard, and mouse. 
 
Mac: Intel Processor, CD/DVD Rom drive, mouse, keyboard  
 
Computers that will be connecting to the school network: Ethernet port or 
wireless card, reformatted hard drive or current complete virus scan, approval of 
the District Tech Team. 
 
PC Operating Systems: Windows 7 and XP. Windows Vista 95, 98, ME, or NT 
are not supported. Windows “Home” versions are not supported.

PCs: Core 2 Duo or newer, 2 GB RAM, DVD-ROM Drive, 80 Gig Hard Drive, 3 
year warranty, Win 7 Pro, Ethernet port, USB 2.0 ports, 128 MB video card. 
 
Mac: iMac 17” Intel 2 GB RAM, 120 Gig hard drive, DVD/CD-RW Combo 
Drive.
